Mr. Schroeder presented the board with 2016 Levy considerations beginning with a summary of their past actions to reduce the tax rates beginning with the 2005 school year.  Mr. Schroeder informed the board that the State of Illinois is still evaluating several budget initiatives that will negatively impact the financial position of the District and suggest that the board use caution in considering possible reductions to the 2016 Levy.  Mr. Schroeder will update the board at the November board meeting when they adopt a 2016 tentative levy.
Mr. Schroeder led the board in a replacement/bid discussion.  Mr. Schroeder recommended the board direct him to advertise for bids to replace two buses and seek trade-in values for the three buses to be declared as surplus.
