Fees

e Each family will be charged a $100 family fee, which
is eligible to be refunded after having participated
in one of several volunteer opportunities (coach,
team mom, concession stand, field day, etc.).

e Each family is also responsible for the sale of raffle
tickets as part of St. Joe’s annual fundraiser.
Families with a single player will be asked to sell
$100 worth of tickets, while families of 2 or more
players will be asked to sell $150 in raffle tickets.

Team Selection

e Pinto through Pony teams will be selected in early
March, Shetland teams to be selected in early April.

e Team managers will contact players following
player selection.

Practices:

e Practices will be held 2-3 times per week starting in
mid-March for Pinto through Pony.

e Shetland practices will begin in mid-April.

e Practice times and locations are determined by the
team manager.

Games

e Games begin in April for Pinto through Pony. Once
games begin, you should expect 2 games and 1
practice per week.
